2. Provost Danilowicz addressed the faculty and staff on the results of Dean Gropper’s 360
evaluation. The evaluation was based on responses from peers, community members and COB
faculty and staff. 32 responses were received from peers that included other Deans, department
heads, VPs and Provost’s office staff; 13 from community members that interact with the Dean
(such as advisory board members, CEOs and VPs of companies), and; 94 from faculty and staff.
Overall, the 360 evaluation was very supportive of the Dean.

3. After the Provost’s address and without staff present, the assembly meeting formally
commenced. With positive approval, the assembly approved the minutes of November 2, 2020
Faculty Assembly Meeting.
